                     NUMBER 666 WHAT DOES IT MEAN?

Rev 13:1 And I stood upon the sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise up out of

         the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and upon his horns ten

         crowns, and upon his heads the name of blasphemy. (KJV)

Rev 13:18 Here is wisdom. Let him that hath understanding count the number of

          the beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six

          hundred threescore and six. (KJV)

Rev 13:11 And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two

          horns like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon. (KJV)

   As with any subject in the Bible there needs to be a tremendous amount of

background study, before we can honestly understand what the scriptures are

referring to; And this subject especially needs our close attention, we are

dealing here with symbolic language, and because of that it is very easy to

become confused,

   First we need to understand what a (beast) is, let us look closely at the

scripture and see if we can pin down what the Bible is talking about when it

refers to a (beast),

Dan 7:3‑7  3 And four great beasts came up from the sea, diverse one from

          another.

           4 The first was like a lion, and had eagle's wings: I beheld till

          the wings thereof were plucked, and it was lifted up from the earth,

          and made stand upon the feet as a man, and a man's heart was given to

          it.

           5 And behold another beast, a second, like to a bear, and it raised

          up itself on one side, and it had three ribs in the mouth of it

          between the teeth of it: and they said thus unto it, Arise, devour

          much flesh.

           6 After this I beheld, and lo another, like a leopard, which had

          upon the back of it four wings of a fowl; the beast had also four

          heads; and dominion was given to it.

           7 After this I saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth beast,

          dreadful and terrible, and strong exceedingly; and it had great iron

          teeth: it devoured and brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with

          the feet of it: and it was diverse from all the beasts that were

          before it; and it had ten horns. (KJV)

Dan 7:17 These great beasts, which are four, are four kings, which shall arise

         out of the earth. (KJV)

Rev 13:2 And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were

         as the feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the

         dragon gave him his power, and his seat, and great authority. (KJV)

   It is important to recognize the similarity here of what Daniel saw and what

John saw, Daniel was looking forward and he saw a lion, bear, leopard; John was

looking back so he saw a leopard, bear, lion; But the important thing to see

here is that GOD was showing us a kingdom made up in part of the same kingdoms

as Daniel saw; So how could this possibly be a man; Look at what Rev. 17:15.

says the (beast) of rev. 13:1. was;

Rev 17:1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and

         talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee

         the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters: (KJV)

Rev 17:3 So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a

         woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy,

         having seven heads and ten horns. (KJV)

Rev 17:7 And the angel said unto me, Wherefore didst thou marvel? I will tell

         thee the mystery of the woman, and of the beast that carrieth her,

         which hath the seven heads and ten horns. (KJV)

Rev 17:15 And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where

          the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations,

          and tongues. (KJV)

Rev 13:11‑16 11 And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he

             had two horns like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon.

             12 And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him,

             and causeth the earth and them which dwell therein to worship the

             first beast, whose deadly wound was healed.

             13 And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down

             from heaven on the earth in the sight of men,

             14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of

             those miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the

             beast; saying to them that dwell on the earth, that they should

             make an image to the beast, which had the wound by a sword, and

             did live.

             15 And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast,

             that the image of the beast should both speak, and cause that as

             many as would not worship the image of the beast should be

             killed.

             16 And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free

             and bond, to receive a mark in their right hand, or in their

             foreheads: (KJV)

Dan 7:3‑7  3 And four great beasts came up from the sea, diverse one from

          another.

           4 The first was like a lion, and had eagle's wings: I beheld till

          the wings thereof were plucked, and it was lifted up from the earth,

          and made stand upon the feet as a man, and a man's heart was given

          to it.

           5 And behold another beast, a second, like to a bear, and it raised

          up itself on one side, and it had three ribs in the mouth of it

          between the teeth of it: and they said thus unto it, Arise, devour

          much flesh.

           6 After this I beheld, and lo another, like a leopard, which had

          upon the back of it four wings of a fowl; the beast had also four

          heads; and dominion was given to it.

           7 After this I saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth beast,

          dreadful and terrible, and strong exceedingly; and it had great iron

          teeth: it devoured and brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with

          the feet of it: and it was diverse from all the beasts that were

          before it; and it had ten horns. (KJV)

   The (beast) of Rev. 13:1. turns out to be peoples, multitudes, nations,

and tongues,according to Rev. 17:15. And if we take a close look at this

beast, we should see that it is made up of the four beasts of Dan.7:3‑7.

So if the beast of Rev. 13:1. is not a man then we need to understand the

beast of Rev. 13:11. also is peoples, multitudes, nations, and tounges,

but notice something else, the beast of Rev. 13:11. caused those that dwell

on the earth, to make an Image "TO" the beast,verse 14. but then look

at verse 15. power was given to the Image of the beast, that whosover would

not worship the Image, should be killed, then Rev. 14:9. If any man worship,

the beast, and his Image, Now look at Rev. 13:17. And that no man might buy or

sell, save he that had the MARK, NAME or NUMBER, If you recall Rev 13:18.

gave us only a number to go by, how are we to know his mark or his name?

Also how are we to know the Image? what is it to look like?. remember we are

only made aware of a number, here is wisdom.Let him that hath understanding

count the number, Let us look at an Image in Dan.

Dan 2:31 Thou, O king, sawest, and behold a great image. This great image,

         whose brightness was excellent, stood before thee; and the form

         thereof was terrible. (KJV)

Dan 3:1 Nebuchadnezzar the king made an image of gold, whose height was

        threescore cubits, and the breadth thereof six cubits: he set it up in

        the plain of Dura, in the province of Babylon. (KJV)

Rev 13:14‑15 14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of

             those miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the beast;

             saying to them that dwell on the earth, that they should make an

             image to the beast, which had the wound by a sword, and did live.

             15 And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast, that

             the image of the beast should both speak, and cause that as many

             as would not worship the image of the beast should be killed.

             (KJV)

   Notice! the bible was referring to an (image) So I believe we need to look

a little deeper into this; But look at the Image in dan. 3rd chapt. It was six

cubits both ways at the base and then sixty cubits high, and made of gold,

this made an Image of gold 666, so we need to look closer;

   Image! A copy; or likeness; The concept of a person, product, Etc. held by

the general public.

   Now we need to look briefly at the woman sitting on the (beast)

Rev 17:3 So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a

         woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy,

         having seven heads and ten horns. (KJV)

Rev 17:7 And the angel said unto me, Wherefore didst thou marvel? I will tell

         thee the mystery of the woman, and of the beast that carrieth her,

         which hath the seven heads and ten horns. (KJV)

Rev 17:18 And the woman which thou sawest is that great city, which reigneth

          over the kings of the earth. (KJV)

   This woman representing Babylon was sitting upon the (beast) of Rev. 13:1.

Which is peoples, multitudes, nations, and tongues;

   The prevailing theory is that the number 666 is the ANTI‑CHRIST, or the

number of some mans name, who will be the ANTI‑CHRIST, that appears on the sur‑

face to be a simple solution to this puzzle. However is it not possible that

this idea is just a little to simple, and that there is a much deeper meaning

than this?

Rev 13:18 Here is wisdom. Let him that hath understanding count the number of

          the beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six

          hundred threescore and six. (KJV)

   If this is just a simple mathematical problem and this really only means the

number of man; (For the Greek says this is mans number) What are we to count?

we are already given the number, (666) Could it be that the Bible is telling us

there is going to be a system, and the pattern is already in place? But we are

going to need wisdom and understanding to know what he is talking about;

   Now let us begin to tie this together and see if possibly GOD had a pattern

to show us what this number (666) represented; lets begin with the old Bible;

Remember it is our schoolmaster to bring us up to grace;

Gal 3:24 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that

         we might be justified by faith. (KJV)

Heb 8:5 Who serve unto the example and shadow of heavenly things, as Moses was

        admonished of God when he was about to make the tabernacle: for, See,

        saith he, that thou make all things according to the pattern shewed to

        thee in the mount. (KJV)

Zech 5:5‑11  5 Then the angel that talked with me went forth, and said unto me,

            Lift up now thine eyes, and see what is this that goeth forth.

             6 And I said, What is it? And he said, This is an ephah that goeth

            forth. He said moreover, This is their resemblance through all the

            earth.

             7 And, behold, there was lifted up a talent of lead: and this is a

            woman that sitteth in the midst of the ephah.

             8 And he said, This is wickedness. And he cast it into the midst

            of the ephah; and he cast the weight of lead upon the mouth

            thereof.

             9 Then lifted I up mine eyes, and looked, and, behold, there came

            out two women, and the wind was in their wings; for they had wings

            like the wings of a stork: and they lifted up the ephah between the

            earth and the heaven.

            10 Then said I to the angel that talked with me, Whither do these

            bear the ephah?

            11 And he said unto me, To build it an house in the land of Shinar:

            and it shall be established, and set there upon her own base.

            (KJV)

   An ephah was a unit of measure roughly corresponding to our bushel, A woman

signifying wickedness sat in an ephah, and a lid made of lead weighing

abut 6 pounds, was placed over the ephah, Then two other woman with wings as

storks flew with the ephah to the land of Shinar,

   This started in Shinar, a "base" Which means, a headquarters, or a source of

supply; So what the Bible is telling us, is that a woman representing wickedness

her Headquarters or base, was started at Shinar, which was known in later times

as Chaldea, or Babylonia;

   Babylon was the ancient seat of world COMMERCE; It was also where paganism,

the false religion of mystery Babylon began.

   Shinar was the same land which GOD covenanted with Abram and his seed

to give to them in Genesis 15:18.

Gen 15:18 In the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy

          seed have I given this land, from the river of Egypt unto the great

          river, the river Euphrates: (KJV)

   This is the same land that Canaan and his eleven sons occupied, the same land

that GOD promised Abram and his seed;

Gen 10:15‑19 15 And Canaan begat Sidon his firstborn, and Heth,

             16 And the Jebusite, and the Amorite, and the Girgasite,

             17 And the Hivite, and the Arkite, and the Sinite,

             18 And the Arvadite, and the Zemarite, and the Hamathite: and

             afterward were the families of the Canaanites spread abroad.

             19 And the border of the Canaanites was from Sidon, as thou comest

             to Gerar, unto Gaza; as thou goest, unto Sodom, and Gomorrah, and

             Admah, and Zeboim, even unto Lasha. (KJV)

   Note: Canaan and his eleven sons making twelve tribes went down to the land

of Shinar; thus founding the tribes of the Canaanites;

Gen 11:2 And it came to pass, as they journeyed from the east, that they found

         a plain in the land of Shinar; and they dwelt there. (KJV)

   Now look at something very interesting that begin here;

Exod 3:8 And I am come down to deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians,

         and to bring them up out of that land unto a good land and a large,

         unto a land flowing with milk and honey; unto the place of the

         Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the Amorites, and the Perizzites,

         and the Hivites, and the Jebusites. (KJV)

Exod 3:17 And I have said, I will bring you up out of the affliction of Egypt

          unto the land of the Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the Amorites,

          and the Perizzites, and the Hivites, and the Jebusites, unto a land

          flowing with milk and honey. (KJV)

   These two passages in Exodus are GODS promise to bring abram's seed into the

land he had promised them. But there is something striking here which is

relevant to our subject; Twelve Canaanites entered the land, but in both pass‑

ages above GOD only mentions six tribes; And these six tribes are mentioned

with a promise; a land flowing with milk and honey; in other words a land of

plenty;

   Now look at what GOD had to say concerning these six tribes; With a warning;

Exod 23:23‑25 23 For mine Angel shall go before thee, and bring thee in unto

              the Amorites, and the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and the

              Canaanites, and the Hivites, and the Jebusites: and I will cut

              them off.

              24 Thou shalt not bow down to their gods, nor serve them, nor do

              after their works: but thou shalt utterly overthrow them, and

              quite break down their images.

              25 And ye shall serve the LORD your God, and he shall bless thy

              bread, and thy water; and I will take sickness away from the

              midst of thee. (KJV)

Exod 33:2 And I will send an angel before thee; and I will drive out the

          Canaanite, the Amorite, and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, the

          Hivite, and the Jebusite: (KJV)

Exod 34:11‑13 11 Observe thou that which I command thee this day: behold, I

              drive out before thee the Amorite, and the Canaanite, and the

              Hittite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite.

              12 Take heed to thyself, lest thou make a covenant with the

              inhabitants of the land whither thou goest, lest it be for a

              snare in the midst of thee:

              13 But ye shall destroy their altars, break their images, and cut

              down their groves: (KJV)

   Notice the same six tribes are mentioned in each of the three passages here;

But they are mentioned now with a warning, and that warning comes with naming

all six of these tribes three times; Now pay attention to what is being done

here, It is a land flowing with milk and honey; But they are told to destroy

there alters, break there IMAGES, and cut down there groves; Also he warned

them in verse 12 not to make a covenant with them; or to take on there ways.

But he did this, with the mention of all six tribes three times; look at that;

(666) What does this mean?

   Could it be that GOD was showing us a pattern he was to use? Or a method

of use that we might understand the (666);

Ex 32:24 And I said unto them, Whosoever hath any gold, let them break it off.

         So they gave it me: then I cast it into the fire, and there came out

         this calf. (KJV)

   What did Moses hear when he came back down from receiving the ten command‑

ments from GOD; he heard them worshiping a golden calf; that they had made with

there hands; they were worshiping (materialism) GOD has shown us here in this

example, that mans heart is easily turned from GOD to (materialism);

1 Kings 10:14 Now the weight of gold that came to Solomon in one year was six

              hundred threescore and six talents of gold, (KJV)

2 Chr 9:13 Now the weight of gold that came to Solomon in one year was six

           hundred and threescore and six talents of gold; (KJV)

   (Materialism) again and given with that number (666) What is GOD trying to

show us?

Dan 2:32‑33 32 This image's head was of fine gold, his breast and his arms of

            silver, his belly and his thighs of brass,

            33 His legs of iron, his feet part of iron and part of clay. (KJV)

   Now I would like for us to look at that; this image was made up of (mater‑

ialism) but something else, there were (6) materials listed.

Dan 3:1 Nebuchadnezzar the king made an image of gold, whose height was

        threescore cubits, and the breadth thereof six cubits: he set it up in

        the plain of Dura, in the province of Babylon. (KJV)

   Now this was an image of gold; (materialism) But notice something else here

it was 60 cubits high, 6 cubits wide, and 6 cubits deep. (666)

Dan 3:5 That at what time ye hear the sound of the cornet, flute, harp,

        sackbut, psaltery, dulcimer, and all kinds of musick, ye fall down and

        worship the golden image that Nebuchadnezzar the king hath set up:

        (KJV)

Dan 3:10 Thou, O king, hast made a decree, that every man that shall hear the

         sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, and dulcimer, and

         all kinds of musick, shall fall down and worship the golden image:

         (KJV)

Dan 3:15 Now if ye be ready that at what time ye hear the sound of the cornet,

         flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, and dulcimer, and all kinds of musick,

         ye fall down and worship the image which I have made; well: but if ye

         worship not, ye shall be cast the same hour into the midst of a

         burning fiery furnace; and who is that God that shall deliver you out

         of my hands? (KJV)

   Now look at this; an image made of gold that had the number (666) in its

size, But we also are shown the King commanding that the three Hebrew children

bow to this golden image; But look! when they heard the sound of 6 types of

music, this was repeated three times, Do you know what that gives us? (666)

But not just that; they were to bow and worship (materialism);

Dan 5:4 They drank wine, and praised the gods of gold, and of silver, of brass,

        of iron, of wood, and of stone. (KJV)

   This was exactly 60 years later (6) again; But stranger yet they praised

(6) (materialistic) things;

1 Cor 3:12 Now if any man build upon this foundation gold, silver, precious

           stones, wood, hay, stubble; (KJV)

   Building upon the foundation with (6) items of materialism; And maybe we

should take a look at what materialism means, because we are referring to it

quite frequently, and need to understand;

   (MATERIALISM); The tendency to be more concerned with material than with

spiritual or intellectual values;

Rev 9:20 And the rest of the men which were not killed by these plagues yet

         repented not of the works of their hands, that they should not worship

         devils, and idols of gold, and silver, and brass, and stone, and of

         wood: which neither can see, nor hear, nor walk: (KJV)

   Here the Bible seems to take a more direct approach, and he says that men

worship the works of there hands, what we can make, what we can hold, what we

can possess or own; We need to ask our self; How do we worship these things?

But notice there were (6) of them;

Rev 16:12‑13 12 And the sixth angel poured out his vial upon the great river

             Euphrates; and the water thereof was dried up, that the way of the

             kings of the east might be prepared.

             13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the

             mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of

             the mouth of the false prophet. (KJV)

   Notice (6) again; the dragon, the beast, the false prophet, and three

unclean spirits like frogs;

Rev 17:4 And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet color, and decked

         with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup in her

         hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornication: (KJV)

   Count them there were (6) This was the whore representing Babylon;

Rev 18:16 And saying, Alas, alas, that great city, that was clothed in fine

          linen, and purple, and scarlet, and decked with gold, and precious

          stones, and pearls! (KJV)

   Now the strange thing here is that verses 12 and 13 list 28 items, Including

the souls of men; now that is odd;

Rev 18:12‑13 12 The merchandise of gold, and silver, and precious stones, and

             of pearls, and fine linen, and purple, and silk, and scarlet, and

             all thyine wood, and all manner vessels of ivory, and all manner

             vessels of most precious wood, and of brass, and iron, and marble,

             13 And cinnamon, and odours, and ointments, and frankincense, and

             wine, and oil, and fine flour, and wheat, and beasts, and sheep,

             and horses, and chariots, and slaves, and SOULS of MEN. (KJV)

   Notice that; yet verse 16 only lists (6) items; what was the purpose in even

listing them again, If GOD was not trying to show us something?;

   Let us let the scripture speak for its self,remember GOD worked with a

pattern, or example; so we could examine, and compare, all scripture by

supporting evidence from other scriptures;

   With that in mind, now let us see if we can tie things together, and find an

answer to our question; What does the number (666) really mean? remember if it

is a man that is called the ANTI‑CHRIST, and he is going to have a number, it

will be very simple to know when this will begin to take place; because

according to the theory of the Church world, the Temple will be rebuilt and

the animal sacrifices will be reinstated again. Now when this happens anyone

should be able to know this is the time; of the ANTI‑CHRIST; So what would be

the need to try to count the number of the beast; When he began to be active

and people were being forced to receive a mark, or to worship some man, then we

would know he is here; No I am afraid it is something more complicated than

that; Remember John said in Rev. 13:18. Here is wisdom let him that hath

understanding count the number of the beast, for it is the number of a man;

Again let me say, if that is all there is to it, we do not need to worry we

only need to wait until we see things begin to happen then we will know;

   We have need of looking at some loose ends yet; look at this;

Rev 17:1‑3  1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials,

           and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto

           thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters:

            2 With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and

           the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of

           her fornication.

            3 So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I

           saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of

           blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns. (KJV)

Zech 5:7‑8  7 And, behold, there was lifted up a talent of lead: and this is a

           woman that sitteth in the midst of the ephah.

            8 And he said, This is wickedness. And he cast it into the midst of

           the ephah; and he cast the weight of lead upon the mouth thereof.

           (KJV)

   Notice a woman siting upon the beast of Rev. 13:1. Called the great whore

Then Zech. 5:7‑11. A woman being carried to Shinar,to build her an house, she

will be established, and set on a base; If GOD was not giving us a clue to the

identity of the number (666), then what was the purpose of that scripture?

And why mention (6) tribes and then repeat them three times; and this all

started in the same place that the woman was being taken too, to start a base;

I am sure this is not just a coincident; GOD had a purpose in this; remember

we need wisdom to count the number of the beast;

Rev 13:14‑15 14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of

             those miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the beast;

             saying to them that dwell on the earth, that they should make an

             image to the beast, which had the wound by a sword, and did live.

             15 And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast, that

             the image of the beast should both speak, and cause that as many

             as would not worship the image of the beast should be killed.

             (KJV)

Dan 2:31 Thou, O king, sawest, and behold a great image. This great image,

         whose brightness was excellent, stood before thee; and the form

         thereof was terrible. (KJV)

Dan 3:1 Nebuchadnezzar the king made an image of gold, whose height was

        threescore cubits, and the breadth thereof six cubits: he set it up in

        the plain of Dura, in the province of Babylon. (KJV)

   Notice an image was used in Daniel; And in 3:1 they were to bow to it;

Then in John 13:15. this image was given life and he caused that as many as

would not worship the Image of the beast; notice that to worship the image; not

the beast, but the image;

   (IMAGE) The representation of a person or thing; A copy; The concept of a

person or product;

   Now let us look at one last thing; and that is what the Bible declares will

cause us to be spewed from GODS mouth;

Rev 3:15‑16 15 I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would

            thou wert cold or hot.

            16 So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I

            will spue thee out of my mouth. (KJV)

Rev 3:17 Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods, and have

         need of nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and

         miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked: (KJV)

1 John 2:15 Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If

            any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him.

            (KJV)

   Notice the warning he gave in verse 16, because thou art lukewarm; Now how

do we become lukewarm? Notice verse 17 Because of a mind set; because of a

feeling of security with materialism; When someone becomes worldly minded; or

maybe we should say, when anyone becomes materialistic minded; Since the number

(666) was used in the old Bible (OUR SCHOOLMASTER) in the way that it was, then

we certainly have every right to believe that the number (666) is tied in with

material goods and what they do to our mind, and ultimately our walk with GOD;
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
